A departure alternate is:


- REQUIRED within 30 mins


with reported & forcast WX >


200-1/2(RVR 24) or appraoch


mins, whichever is higher for


one hour after takeoff.


- OR -


- REQUIRED w/in 2 Hrs with a forecast > 500-1 above 


approach minimums but not <


700-2 for a precision or 800-2


for a non-precision approach


(ETA + 1 hour)
